The New South Wales Final was held on Saturday 5 September. The contest
was again kindly hosted by Japanese studies at Macquarie University.

To reach the Australian final, the contestants must demonstrate excellence in
both language and delivery. The level was considered to be very high by the
judges in both the NSW and NT contests, and Ms Tomoko Hashizume, vice-
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consul for information and culture, who attended both contests as a judge, was
particularly impressed by how well the Northern Territory students memorised
and delivered their speeches.
